If you’re hunting for bold Indian street flavors with a modern twist, Tava Indian Street Food delivers a menu that’s

both vibrant and deeply satisfying. Each item feels like a journey through bustling Indian streets—packed with color,

spice, and creativity.

I started with their Street Food lineup, and the 65 Wings hit hard with a spicy, tangy crunch that immediately

grabbed my attention. The Bhel Puri and Dragon Bhel offer contrasting textures—crispy, saucy, and surprisingly

addictive. Don’t miss the Tandoori Cauliflower, which brings smoky char and a punchy marinade, or the Brussels

Sprouts, which prove veggies can be downright exciting.

Their Dosas are next-level. The Masala Dosa is classic comfort—crisp on the outside, stuffed with flavorful spiced

potatoes. For a daring twist, the Lamb Vindaloo Dosa is a knockout: tender lamb wrapped in a golden crepe, rich and

fiery. The Chole Dosa, loaded with tangy chickpeas, and the indulgent Say Cheese dosa both satisfy in their own

ways. Even the Plain Dosa is impressive in its simplicity and perfect crispness.

Craving handheld bites? The Chicken 65 Sandwich is a standout—juicy, spicy chicken nestled in a fluffy bun. The

Vada Pav offers a more traditional street snack experience, while the Dabeli Sliders balance sweet, spicy, and nutty

in a way that’s seriously craveable.

Even the kids menu gets love with the Baby Cheese Dosa, a gooey treat for tiny taste buds. On the side, I paired

everything with flaky Paratha, hearty Sambhar, and savory Chicken and Lamb Tots.

To drink, the Masala Chai comforts like a warm hug, while the Curry Ginger Refresher, Tamarind Lemonade,

and Mango Spritz keep things playful and bright. And for a sweet finish? The Fruit Chaat is a zesty surprise that

wraps it all up perfectly.

Tava’s menu isn’t just food—it’s a flavor festival.
